- e Owned by the City - The site is owned by the City of Troutdale and falls within an Urban Urban Renewal Boundar
Renewal Area, which also includes the adjacent Columbia Gorge Outlet mall. an kenewat boundary
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Sandy Riverfront Park - The city has begun design work on a 4-acre park with a trail
along the site's riverfront with construction to begin by 2022.

Main Streets on Halsey - Fairview, Wood Village and Troutdale are creating a shared vision of a unified
main street on Halsey marked by street improvements, new housing, and enhanced retail nodes.

Pedestrian connection from waterfront to Downtown - Sandy Riverfront Park plans will likely
include a ped/bike trail crossing under the bridge connecting to Downtown.
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6 Vehicular access to site - The city is exploring two alternative road connections. Boundary Key

1. From Downtown to the site. This would require an at-grade or bridge crossings

to cross the railroad.
